HEAD COACH
The Head Coach is responsible for over all team preparation, both nationally and internationally.  Duties include but are not limited to the following:-

· Execution of all National Team training programs for all athletes;
· Set team objectives / outcomes;
· In consultation with the assistant coaches, co-ordinate training and pre / post game preparations;
· Follow existing National Curriculum / Playbook;
· Liaise with ABF regarding all program planning aspects;
· Co-ordinate / implement game plans;
· Co-ordinate coaching / support team;
· Monitor / evaluate game, individual player, team , coaching staff outcomes;
· Co-ordinate day to day playing activities;
· Develop a cultural / organisational structure that supports the values of the Australian Baseball Federation;
· Co-ordinate / participate in all scouting and selection processes;
· Responsible for disciplinary action for on field misconduct of coaching staff and players; report serious matters to ABF;
· Compliance with general rules of conduct at all major events and programs;
· Enforce the ABF Player Code of Conduct and support the ABF Coaches / Managers Code of Conduct;
· Present yourself and the team in a professional and positive image at all times;
· Accountable to the General Manager – Baseball Operations; 
· Hold at minimum a current Level 2 Coaching Accreditation or equivalency.
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
