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NATIONAL TEAM STAFF - DUTY STATEMENTS


PITCHING COACH
Duties include, but are not limited to: 
· Working as a member of the coaching team and within the guidelines of the National curriculum, co-ordinate all pitching drills and instructional activities, in consultation with and under the direction of the head coach;
· In consultation with the head coach, coordinate tour pitching rotations; 
· Ensure players are aware of and utilise best practice Sports Science / Sports Medicine and strength and conditioning methods to develop greater strength and technique required to improve their pitching; 
· Work one on one with individual pitchers to enhance their pitching performances and development;
· Coordinate team pitching chart responsibilities; 

· Participate in all scouting and selection processes when necessary;
· Assisting in the administrative tasks as requested by the head coach and Executive Officer;
· Enforce the ABF Player Code of Conduct and support the ABF Coaches / Managers Code of Conduct;
· Assist the Executive Officer by keeping track daily of the Team’s needs concerning pitching equipment and facilities. You are the person who works most closely with the pitchers and who will become aware of their needs first. It will be most useful if you develop an awareness of the equipment needs for the following aspects:
· Bullpen balls, and rosin
· Bullpen and playing facility mound condition and maintenance
· Pitch-chart activities
· Participate in any and all official team camps and tours operated during the term of the appointment;  

· Accountable to the Head Coach and the General Manager – Baseball Operations
· Hold at minimum a Level 2 Coaching Accreditation or equivalency.
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
