Level 1 Coaching Accreditation
RECOGNITION OF CURRENT COMPETENCIES 

POSITIONING STATEMENT
All coaches/officials must satisfy the competencies of each particular level of accreditation.  However, some practising coaches and players may be able to satisfy all or most of the competencies required for Level 1 Accreditation without having to attend the full formal course.


Credits for prior study and learning:
Candidates may apply for exemption from all or sections of the course through the recognition of Current Competencies (RCC) process.  Such people will be required to document their current competencies and evidence of prior learning and submit it in writing to RCC Panel.  The candidate may be required to further demonstrate their expertise in a particular area by written, oral, practical or media based (e.g. video) demonstration.
Credits for coaching principles:

In each case, applicants must supply the State or Territory RCC Panel with such letters, transcripts, certificates and descriptions of courses as is necessary to satisfy the various requirements of each level of accreditation.

Candidates with evidence of having achieved the following may gain credit:

· State Department/Coaching Centre/Institute Level 1 Coaching Principles course

· Phys Ed. / Coaching degree course / Comparable teaching or coaching certification
· ACC Coaching Principles Level 1 Course

· Equivalent overseas qualifications

Credits for sport specific knowledge:

Candidates possessing evidence of having achieved the following standards may gain credit:

· State Senior Team for 2 years (player/coach)

· State Academy / ABF Academy for 2 years (player/coach)
In this section candidates may only gain credit for course elements that relate to how to perform skills and/or knowledge of basic tactics.  No credit will be given for topics related to how to coach the skills or tactics unless competence in that area can be demonstrated through the formal RCC processes.

LEVEL 1 COMPETENCY STATEMENTS

Level 1 Baseball coaches will be able to:

PLAN & PREPARE


· Plan & prepare a baseball training session appropriate to the needs of the group
· Organise human & physical resources appropriate to the baseball needs of training & competition



CONDUCT



· Organise and conduct a baseball training session appropriate to the needs of the baseballers
· Facilitate learning of the fundamental skills & tactics of baseball
· Communicate effectively with athletes and others involved in the baseball program



MONITOR & REVIEW



· Observe & assess a baseballers performance



· Provide appropriate feedback on performance



· Adjust activities to suit the needs of individual baseballers



· Ensure the safety of self and others and manage emergency situations



EVALUATE



· Evaluate achievement of the objectives of the training session / competition



· Evaluate the effectiveness of their coaching behaviours



ADAPT



· Identify & implement the appropriate modifications in future sessions / competitions



Former and current elite players


In recognition of the experiences, knowledge base and coaching exposure gained through playing, the ABF will grant direct entry to Level 1 to players and coaches who have achieved any of the following:


Represented their country at a senior men’s level;


Professional baseball experience of at least 2 years in countries other than Australia including organized, independent, industrial & other similar leagues;


(US) college ball experience of at least 3 year or more;


Claxton Shield experience for at least 3 years;


Australian National League experience (incl ABL and IBLA) for at least 2 years;


A combination of any of the above that totals at least 3 years.
